OVERVIEW OF THE BUDGET

Why do we need a budget?

A budget sets out the financial outlook for the City. It includes
expenditure (a plan for how the City spends the money) and revenue
estimates (reflection of how much revenue the City anticipates to raise
through different service charges). It also outlines the City’s prionties and
how it intends to achieve these priorities

The City has an obligation to keep the public informed of the City’s
achvities and financial affairs. By tabling the Budget and Integrated
Development Plan, the City provides a spending plan against which the
City’s performance could be measured and monitored.

What is the total budget for the City?

The City's total budget for 2010/11 1s R28.3 billion. About R25.2 billion
will be spent in the operating budget and R3.1 billion will be invested in
capital infrastructure.

What is the Operating Budget?

The Operating Budget is an outline of the City’s budget, organised by
department and dwvision, showing its day-to-day operations, including
programs and services such as water and sewerage, transit, refuse
collection and disposal, recycling, parks, recreation programs, road
maintenance and construction, libranes, policing and public health
services. Contributions to debt servicing cost and capital reserve funds
are also made from the Operating Budgel.

What is the Capital Budget?

The Capital Budgel 1s an outhne of the City's capital expenditure plan
tor major rehabilitation, replacement or expansion of existing assets and
the acquisition or creation of new assets such as water and sewer mains,
roads, electncity networks, parks, stadiums, transport and housing
infrastructure, which will benefit residents over many years.
